HOME READING 
To all of our families who are able to take the time to listen to their child read each night 

over the course of Term 1, thank you. Our home lives are exceptionally busy and being 

able to set aside that small amount of time to listen to or read to your child is critically im-

portant. Home reading increases a childõs broader knowledge of the world, teaches good 

habits and organisational skills (reading each night) and provides an opportunity for stu-

dents to appreciate the experience of reading. The following statistics tell the story.  

How important is practice?  

Students who read:  

¶ less than 1 minute a day read  8 000 words a year.  

¶ 4.6 minutes a day read 282 000 words a year.  

¶ 20 minutes a day read 1.8 million words a year  

We can teach reading to anyone at any age BUT we 

cannot compensate for a lack of practice.  

These figures tell an important story about children 

reading regularly or being read to and importantly is 

evidence based.  Please take the time to listen to your 

child read on a nightly basis as the long term benefits 

are enormous.
